South West Yorkshire Partnership NHS Foundation Trust (SWYPFT) aims to support voluntary and community organisations to deliver, in partnership with Trust staff, a variety of creative projects to the people who use Trust services and their carers.

If these dates change we will let you know.
Do I have to become a Creative Minds Partner before I submit a project application?

No - but you do have to confirm that you satisfy the criteria to become one before any project application can be considered. However, you will have to be a registered Creative Minds Partner before any successful project activity could be delivered and/or funding is released.

What amounts can I apply for?
For established voluntary, charity or not-for-profit organisations we award funding of up to £4,950 – this is the maximum amount per year (April 2018 – Mar 2019) that will be granted to any one organisation.
Smaller community groups can apply for awards up to £1,000 per year. 
You need to demonstrate match funding (see project application guidance document for more information on this) is either in place or pending when you apply. If your project is successful, proof of match funding will have to be shown before any money is released by Creative Minds. 

What type of projects do you support?
Applications must show a direct link and relevance to local SWYPFT services and demonstrate the benefits to our service users, carers, or staff. For more information on the services SWYPFT delivers please visit www.southwestyorkshire.nhs.uk/our-services - it is IMPORTANT that you understand the services that SWYPFT does and doesn’t deliver. 

In 2019 – 2020 we are particularly interested to hear from projects:

· That focus on adult learning disabilities, perinatal mental health, child and adolescent mental health (including projects which cater for siblings), young men’s mental health and older people’s mental health and dementia. This is not an exclusive list.

· That complement the projects and partners currently delivering Creative Minds activities (this information can be found under the ‘projects directory’ tab on the left hand side of the www.creativemindsuk.com homepage). 

· Which are peer led or demonstrate components of co-production

· We would like to see a spread of projects across the Kirklees territory

· It may help to submit any outstanding or interim project reports if you are currently or have recently delivered a project for creative Minds.

· Projects must meet the Trust’s mission and values (see below)
